1. This request is for 3 half duplex pairs, typical of TV Outside Broadcast “Scanner Talkback” or theatre 

production talkback, i.e. one channel of each pair is continuous transmit from a fixed base station, the 
other is for “Press to transmit” portable units.  

 
In this case the applicant specified a frequency band, leaving JFMG to choose the particular frequency from those 
listed on the website 
 
 
2. This request is for one frequency for use by Set to Set Hand Portables, using “Press to transmit”. 
 
In this case, the applicant has specified two bands, 467MHz and 468MHz, leaving JFMG to choose the actual 
frequencies from those listed on the website. 
 
 
3. This request is for Presenters Talkback (cue), from a fixed base station with continuous transmit. 
 
In this case the applicant has requested any one of the 457MHz Group S frequencies listed on the website. 
 
 
 
4. This request is for a Two Channel Simplex Talkback, i.e. both frequencies will be “Press to transmit”, one 

from a fixed base station, the other from hand held mobile units 
 
JFMG will choose the actual frequencies from those listed on the website. 
 
 
5.  This request is for the same facilities as in example 1, but in this case the applicant has previously 

supplied JFMG with a list of frequencies that they have on their equipment. JFMG will select a 
frequency from that list, where possible. 
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Guidance Notes for Frequency Assignment Application for Talkback 
 
Licensee: This should be the name of the organisation or person who will be using the equipment 
 
A licence is issued free of charge at the same time as your first frequency assignments, and is usually valid for one year. 
When the licence is issued, you will be assigned the frequencies you require (if available) on a “Schedule 2” to the licence. 
These assignments are chargable. Subsequent frequency assignments are issued to you on a “Notice of Variation” to the 
licence. These assignments are also chargable. 
 
Contact name and numbers: In case we have any queries about your request. The confirmation of assignment will be sent 
to this person, normally by fax or post. 
 
On-Site Phone: – a number we can use to contact the operator whenever the equipment is in use. A mobile number is 
acceptable for this purpose. 
 
Programme, event, etc: Please describe briefly the nature of the operation, with a programme or event name if relevant. 
This is necessary so that we can confirm the eligibility for JFMG frequencies, as well as assisting co-ordination with other 
possible licensees at the same event. 
 
Dates and Times: The start and finish times of the operation. If it lasts for more than one day, state the operational times for 
each day. (Transmitters should not normally be left running overnight if not in use and unattended). Remember to allow for 
all transmissions, including setup and testing. 
 
Location: Please include the full National Grid Reference or full postal address including Post Code. If wide area coverage 
is required, we need full details of the area, preferably including a map. 
 
Frequency Assignments: Please state the frequencies that you require, using the examples given as a guide We will 
always try to assign your preferred frequencies, but if they are not available we will have to suggest others. If you have 
previously given us a list of your available frequencies, enter 'from list on file' and we will work from that list. Also indicate 
whether the equipment is to be used indoors, outdoors, or airborne (and in the latter case, what maximum height above 
ground). 
 
Notice: Please give us as much notice as possible of your requirement, particularly if you need airborne clearance or if 
there are other special factors. If you need more space for details, please use an additional sheet. All requests must be 
signed and dated. 
 
PAYMENT OF FEES 
 
Please refer to the document JFMG Information for Users of UHF Talkback for current fees. If you are not sure of the right 
amount, call us for advice. Fees should be paid by sending a cheque with the application form, payable to JFMG Limited 
(Trust Account); cash, bank transfer or bank draft in pounds sterling. We also accept debit cards or Visa / Access / 
Mastercard / American Express credit cards. Please indicate if you have carnets. We are not allowed to issue assignments 
until payment has been made.
