About the Licence

It is important that you understand the following so please read carefully:

A licence is issued free of charge at the same time as your first frequency assignments, and is usually valid for
one year.

When the licence is issued, you will be assigned the frequencies you require (if available) on a “Schedule 2" to
the licence. These assignments are chargable.

Subsequent frequency assignments are issued to you on a “Notice of Variation” to the licence. These
assignments are chargable.

Any use you make of JFMG frequencies must comply with the terms and conditions of the licence, the
“Schedule 2" and/or any “Notice of Variation”

Timing of applications

Itis important that you apply for a licence well in advance of any event. JFMG have a pool of our own frequencies that we
are able to license on demand. However, if your frequency request does not come from this pool it can take some time to
gain clearance from the owner. For an event like the F1 British Grand Prix we require applications by the end of February
in order to co-ordinate all requests. For other large events we would advise applications are made at least 1 month in
advance.

Operational phone: — a number we can use to contact the operator/on-site contact whenever the equipment is in use. A
mobile number is acceptable for this purpose.

Frequency
Tuning range — The full range of frequencies over which the equipment will operate, for instance: 450 — 470 MHz.

Tuning Step — The minimum difference between one frequency and the next to which the equipment can be tuned
(example: 12.5 kHz).

Minimum Channel Spacing — If you are operating more than one radio system the minimum difference in frequency
permitted between two transmitting channels. It can never be less than the tuning step (example: 12.5 kHz).

Preferred Frequencies — If you have frequencies that you have used successfully before, particularly at the same
location, please specify them to us. If you are only able to tune to a limited set of frequencies then you should specify
them here.

Equipment
Power — The radio frequency power produced by the radio equipment and radiated from the antenna, usually specified in

Watts (also given as ‘W’).

Bandwidth — The range of frequencies within which the radio transmission is contained, typically from 12.5 kHz for a
voice signal up to 20 MHz for a video signal.

Tx ON time — It is important for the frequency planning to understand whether your radio systems transmit all the time or
just occasionally. Please indicate ‘Push to talk’ if your equipment operates when keyed - or ‘100%’ if it operates
continuously.

Make and Model — To help us understand your equipment and requirement better please give us the make and model
number of the equipment you plan to use.

CTCSS/DCS
Does you equipment offer the facility to respond selectively to tones or other digital signals known as ‘CTCSS’ or ‘DCS’?

Duplex Split (this information is not required when requesting simplex frequencies)
Fixed - Some radio equipment is designed to operate with a fixed frequency spacing between the transmit and receive
frequencies. In order to assign frequencies that will be compatible with your equipment we need to know if this is the case.

Min and Max — Where radio equipment is capable of operating with a variable frequency spacing between transmit and
receive frequencies please indicate the minimum and maximum values in MHz.

Ref. no of freq pair — To avoid confusion when specifying a duplex pair of frequencies please indicate the reference
number of the corresponding duplex frequency. The reference number can be found in the first column of each table.

Antenna

Polarisation — Radio signals are usually transmitted in either a horizontal or vertical plane and it helps us to avoid
interference issues if we know which is used. Often the transmit and receive antennas will be mounted in the same way,
either vertical or horizontal.

Max Gain (dB) — Antennas can be designed to radiate in all directions or concentrate and amplify the radiated power over
a particular arc. Max(imum) Gain is a measure of the degree of amplification that an antenna applies, specified in decibels
(dB)

Height — Please state the height of the transmit and receive antennas above the ground. If they are to be operated
airborne please estimate the altitude of the aircraft.

Location

Transmit /Receive location— To help us assign frequencies and avoid interference problems we need to know whether
your transmitters and receivers are operating at just one fixed location or are mobile over a specified area. If the point or
area can easily be described, perhaps the ‘pit area’, the ‘track’ or a particular building, please give details.
